Conditions 

General 

• Applicants must be over 21 years of age and under the level of facility 
manager (if you need clarification on this point please contact us). They must 
be based in the UK or the Republic of Ireland.

• Applicants must be employed as animal technicians.

• This must be the first time the applicant has attended an AALAS National 
meeting.

• AS-ET reserves the right to publish the essay and meeting report of the 
successful candidate.

• The air fare, registration and hotel will be booked by the AS-ET Administrator 
but the successful candidate must make sure they have a valid passport, visa 
or visa waver and insurance. 

Essay 

• Applicants must submit an essay of 1,500 words with their application form. 
The subject of the essay is advertised on the AS-ET website.

• A panel of four judges will select the successful candidate
• The names of the applicant will be removed before the judges read the essays.
• The essay must be received by AS-ET by the advertised closing date. Essays, 

application forms and a CV should be submitted online via the AS-ET website 

Report 

• The successful candidate will be expected to submit a full report on the meeting 
within one month of returning home.
